A very special thanks goes to Gregory Thwaite
(Barrister & Solicitor), who provided legal guidance, support and
oversight on the final revised draft constitution. His stewardship
and patience have enabled the Executive Committee to
incorporate the feedback and comments from APA Members while
keeping to the legal requirements.

The Executive Committee along with Gregory have navigated the

requirements of the Act, while still aligning to the spirit and past
rules of the APA; also endeavouring to incorporate matters raised

by APA Members, into the final draft of the Constitution. Where
there has been a contradiction between the Act requirements and
concerns of APA Members, the Executive Committee has sought to
frame those concerns into relevant parts of the Draft Constitution
where applicable.

A scholarship in honour of the
‘Polish children and caregivers of Pahiatua’
$2,000

This scholarship commemorates the arrival in 1944 of the
733 Polish children and their mainly female caregivers who,
initially deported from Eastern Poland to Siberia during
World War II, were invited by the NZ government to stay in
Pahiatua, Manawatu.

Many of these children, mostly orphans, remained in NZ
when they could not return to Poland,
building new lives in their ‘paradise’.

Recognising women committed to community engagement or
cultural preservation, this scholarship is intended
to assist a female student, who will be enrolling full-time
at an approved tertiary institute in the
Auckland or Northland region in 2026.
